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UPDATING STATE ADOPTION OF REVISED ABA MODEL CODE OF 

JUDICIAL CONDUCT 

 

 

The American Bar Association adopted the Model Code of Judicial Conduct in February 

2007. 

 

At the last Annual Meeting held in Michigan the Conference of Chief Justices adopted 

Resolution number 4 “In Support of Adopting the Format and Numbering Systems of the 

2007 ABA Model Code of Judicial Conduct”. 

 

State adoption of this Code takes time; it is not an automatic process.  It is within the 

jurisdiction of each state, territory or commonwealth to adopt or revise their local codes 

following the 2007 ABA Model Code. 

 

So far, thirty three (33) jurisdictions have committees reviewing their Judicial Codes, but 

none has completed the process of adoption and/or approval by the Supreme Court.  (See 

Exhibit 1). 

 

As of June 23, 2008, ten (10) U.S. jurisdictions (CT, KS, AR, HI, IN, MN, MT, NH, OH 

and OK) had issued proposed revisions of their Judicial Codes and circulated them for 

comments. (See Exhibit 2) 

 

It is now for the various states to determine how they will deal with the substance of the 

proposed revisions.
